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Did you know?
•	 One million people in the U.S. are living with Parkinson’s, a neurodegenerative 

disorder, and another 80-90,000 are diagnosed each year. 
•	 People are typically diagnosed with PD in their 60s and, with the aging U.S. 

population, the number of Americans with PD is expected to rise significantly 
by the year 2030.

•	 Almost 30% of people with PD receive their Parkinson’s care from a primary 
care physician.1
